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QUESTIONS
1. “The Ujamaa and self-reliance policy in Tanzania was found and built on its fundamental principles which according to Mwl. Nyerere were necessary for National Unity, creation of just –society and for the development of the Nation”. In light of this statement, examine six (6) principles of the Ujamaa and self-reliance policy adopted in Tanzania.
2. According to Afrocentric view, the pre-colonial African societies were not static as : before the advent of European colonialism they knew how to rule themselves. In four (4) points, elaborate major types or social - political systems and three (3) significances to the precolonial African societies.
3. “The system of exchange between Africa and Europe in 15th Century brought different significances to both sides”. Validate this statement with six (6) points.
4. Starting from the late of 1940s American government changed remarkably their outlook towards black - Americans. Account for this circumstance using six (6) points.
5. Historian was quoted that “one of the major sectors of colonial economy experienced several alterations after the Second World War; Agriculture is among of them” with respect to colonial economy show how the introduction of agriculture development schemes created problems to African societies. Give out six (6) relevant points to support your answer.
6. In six points, elaborate on the objectives for the reforms made on colonial health services in Africa after 1945.
