Answer all questions from this section
1. Read the following scenarios and write an appropriate literary term for each.
(a) Mwanakhamis is an antagonist character. At first, she used to be a good person, but she later befriends Nono, the gang leader, and starts adopting bad behaviour. Later in the story, she changes her behaviour altogether. What type of characters suits Mwanakhamis?
(b) You are watching a dramatic piece, and then you realise that a future event is inserted into the current chronological structure. What kind of plot technique is used?
(c) You are reading a literary work in which the description of the food’s taste makes your mouth water. What kind of imagery is used by the literary artist?
(d) You are listening to the radio with your father in the evening. The radio programme is quite interesting since lovely poems are being recited. Upon listening, you realize a rhythmic structure created by the arrangement of stressed and unstressed syllables in each recited verse. Your father wants to know the poetic term that refers to such a structure. What would be your answer?
(e) Zuwena visited her grandfather, Mangungu, who lives in the village. Mangungu would always tell stories of Otieno, the beast that is believed to have supernatural powers, that some of the villagers worship. How can you categorize Mangungu’s story?
2. Read the EXTRACT below and answer the questions that follow.
Inspector: (With calm authority) I’ll tell you. She went to your mother’s committee for help, after she’d done with you. Your mother refused that help.
James : (Nearly at breaking point) then … you killed her. She came to you to protect me … and you turned her away … yes, and you killed her … and the child she’d have had too …… my child … your own grandchild … you killed them both… damn you, damn you … Mrs. John : (very distressed now) No … Jobo … please … I didn’t know …I didn’t understand.
Questions:
(a) Identify the province of the extract.
(b) Elaborate two (2) stylistic features found in the extract. Give reasons why they are used.
(c) Comment on the use of vulgar language.
(d) Identify the style or level of formality of the extract.
3. With example on each, briefly explain on five (5) factors that determine the level of formality of a discourse.
4. Read the following poem carefully and then answer the questions that follow, with evidence from the poem.
Handcuffs by Oswald Mbuyiseni Mtshali
Handcuffs
Have steel fangs Whose bite is more painful Than a whole battalion of fleas.
Though the itch in my heart Grows deeper and deeper I cannot scratch.

(e) Do you see a reflection of a poem above to the society of Africa? SECTION B: (60 Marks)
Answer three (3) questions from this section. Question five and eight are compulsory
5. Literature holds significant value for both our country and the world as a whole. Validate this statement by providing eight supporting points delivered from two plays you have under this section. Give four (4) points from each play.
6. With reference to two novels you have read under this section, show the relevance of the antagonists to contemporary society. Give four (4) points from each novel.
7. “Literary devices are like spices because they help to deliver the intended messages to the society.” Validate this statement with reference to two plays. Give four (4) points from each reading.
8. How does, poetry uses language to entertain and educate the audience? Comment by using four (4) points from each of the four poems studied under this programme.
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
